Waelcome to the world of N3D Soccer Club (MSDEC) Bingo. This document sarves as a guidaline 1o the
rules and regulations to all volunteers for NSDSC Bingo.

Who is eligible? All members of the NSD Soccer Club are eligible fo volunteer at Bingos™,

How does it work? NSD soccer teams select bingo(s) from the available bingo dates provided on the
wabsita. & Bingo application |z then filled out and submitled to the Bingo Coordinator, who In tum
processas the submission. i is recommerded that two dates be selected for the application, as there are
a limited number of bingos in a glven season (indeor vs. outdoor) & due 1o demand not all applications
are approved, i a bingo application is approved, the team will then be required to fill the allotted bingo
positions for that particular evenl. A completed volunteer st must be provided 2 weaks in advance prior
o the event.

In addition to the soccer teams applying for bingos, NSDSC has a core team of voluntesars that work the
volunteer office positions for every bingo. Currently there are 3 office leams. When a volunieer has been
accepled to work on a team, they undergo training for newly assigned position on their designated eam,
Each team Is required to work an equivalent numbar of bingos throughout the year (appros. 10 bingos),
which include various shifts and days. Teams are selected from a list of volunteers that have

indicatad they are committed to the club and have an eamest Interast in fulfilling the responsibilities for a
Bingo team,

Although traditionally bingos have been provided for teams, we have introduced some bingos
o the membarship at large.

Value for your time: Each Bingo worked s equivalent o one credit, Each credil is valued to 560,00,

Vouchers are to be submitted prior to reglstrations, academy or SOCCET CAMPS.
Traved reimbursements must be submitfed post fravel,

What to Wear: Casual dress code in effect. We are représenting oursalves, our families and the
Soccar Club, =0 please dress appropriataly.

Volunteer Lounge: Al volunteers are required o report o the volunteer lounge and sign in with the floor
captalm. & position will then ba assigned to you by the floor captain.

Punctuality: Under the lerms and condiions of the Bingo Boensa, a fine will ba levied to the cub if
there are insufficient voluntesrs in attendance, Every volunteer short of the required numbser results in a
£100 fine from the Bingo Bam.

Wheelchair Facilities: We ara proud to offer complate whealchair access (o our voluntears and gaming
dientala.

MHame Tags/Aprons: will provided for the appropriate positions assigned.

If you wish to volunteer you must be aware of the following:

1. IFyou commit to a bingo vou MUST attend. Every voluntesr short of the required number results

in a $100 fina from the Bingo Bam.

You must arive at the assigned timea.

You have to stay until the and of the session.

IT IS A SMOKING FACILITY AND ALL VOLUNTEERS HAVE TO WORK IN BOTH THE

SMOKING AND NON-SMOKING SECTIONS.

Each voluntesr is enfitled to one 15 minute, assigned break. The superisor vou report to will

advise when you must lake your break. All volunteers are responsible for their own food.

All volunkeers are required to sign in and out for each event.

Playing any bingo games is prohibited while you are working.

Alcohalic beverages may not be consumed before or during your shift.

Under the terms and conditions of our bingo licansa we must supply the minimum required

mmhar of volunteers, This is very important as Alberta Gaming has sirict rules regarding

unleears.

10. Only staff that needs to be in the back office is allowed in.

11. Aprons ara not to ba warm in the bathrooms or valuntear room. If you are taking a break or using
the washroom, hand your apron, money and tickets to you supervisor — This is for everyone's
protection.

12. Al volunieers must 18 years of age or older,

13. Bingos are governed by Alberta Gaming and have very sirict rules which we all have o follow.
Breaking these rules could result in NSDSC loosing their icense o work bingos and then everyone
in tha organization suffars.
